For the CIC*** only horses aged 8 or 9 years will only be accepted unless there are insufficient entries of this age group.

An agreed maximum number of overseas entries will be accepted as will horses specifically nominated by the Senior Selection Committee or British Eventing.
Thereafter should there be oversubscription riders may be limited to the number of horses they may ride and if oversubscription is still occurring those with the highest number of points in the current or preceding two calendar years will be accepted in points order.

4. FACILITIES OFFERED 
ATHLETES
Athletes are responsible for their own accommodation and food but one free site measuring 15m  by 9m will be available in the competitors lorry park for a siting a lived in horse box or caravan*– Please note : Due to space constraints other living accommodation can be sited in the on event camp site which is nearby to the competitors site. Both the competitors and caravan site have excellent shower and toilet facilities

A limited number of electric hook ups are available for athletes with their own extension lead (16amp C form male connection) for a pre booked fee of £60 each. Competitors should not power share and any found doing so will be disconnected. 
Any connections / reconnections done on site will be charged at £75 and will be subject to availability.

Due to space constraints and H&S requirements all competitors, grooms and connections cars* must be parked in the competitors / Owners / Officials car park opposite the entrance to the stables. 
*Each competitor will be given one competitor car pass in addition to their lorry pass for parking in Owners/ Competitors car park 
For those who do not wish to live on site detail of local accommodation can be found on the event website www.blenhem-horse.co.uk

On site a facility with full catering and bar for the purchase of food and drink is available and in the evenings entertainment / activities will be available.

All horses must be stabled on site and stabling fees must be paid in addition to entry fees – see entry form for full details.

Stables are large and airy 3 x 4m boxes in an American Barn construction. A £10 refundable clean stable deposit will be required for each stable occupied. 3 bales of chopped straw bedding and 1 bag of feed and 1 bale of haylage will be provided to each competitor on request from the Stable Managers and further feed, bedding and hay can be purchased from them.
Medical, Veterinary and Farriery Assistance is available on site but competitors are responsible for paying for any charges incurred.

1. CUSTOM FORMALITIES

Details of required customs documents, border crossing points, times of opening and customs agencies.

NFs holding an international event in their country should inform their National Veterinary Authority and their Customs Authority at least four weeks beforehand. They should request every facility to assist the movement of horses accompanied by FEI Passports, and the necessary veterinary certification at frontier crossing points into and out of their countries. Horses form EC Member states : All horses from EC nations must be accompanied by official health certificates which must show their FEI passport number, The FEI passport must accompany the horse at all times. The certificate is not required for horses from Ireland or France.

Horse from outside the EC: Horses form outside the EC must be accompanied by a health certificate appropriate to their country of origin; details of the correct certificate and of any blood tests which may be needed can be obtained from the official transport agents. The certificate will allow the horse to remain in the EC for a maximum of 90 days; should any athlete intend to keep his horse in Britain longer than this period then Peden Bloodstock will provide details of the permanent health certificate including information on the blood tests and pre export isolation which may apply.

As DEFRA has to be advised well in advance of the arrival of horses from outside the EC, it is important that full details of travel plans are provided to Peden Bloodstock at least four weeks prior to arrival.
Customs Documentation : Horses arriving from outside the EC must arrive with an ATA Carnet issued in  the country of origin, to cover the horse and its accompanying equipment. Should any horse travel without an ATA Carnet then either the National Federation or athlete concerned will be responsible for the costs in connection with temporary import into the EC.

British export welfare Regulations: Special export licences are required for every horse leaving the country; these are issued by DEFRA and Peden Bloodstock will obtain them providing the essential information is supplied at least ten days before the start of the event at the athletes expense. In order to comply with the welfare regulations athletes should bear in mind that it may be obligatory for their horses to be stabled for a minimum of ten hours rest either en route to the port of export, or at the official lairage stables for that port.

AS EC regulations on animal welfare during transport are constantly reviewed and may be altered at any time any queries on this subject should be addressed to Peden Bloodstock Ltd who will do their best to provide the information,If any major changes do come into effect after the entry date Peden Bloodstock will endeavour to contact each athlete or their federation directly.

Export Health Certificates: Peden Bloodstock will arrange for a health certificate to be issued to the veterinary surgeon at the event for each horse to return to its origin, providing the essential information on the return travel plan is given to them a minimum of ten days before the start of the event. The veterinary surgeon will complete this health certificate at the athletes expense.
Please note :  The Organising Committee will not be responsible for any taxes, fines or costs which may be due if any horse or equipment does not return to its country of origin at the end of the event. Should any claim be made against the Organising Committee for any taxes, fines or costs which have remained in Great Britain or the European Union the National Federation making the entry will be responsible for paying these .

WELFARE OF THE HORSE

CODE OF CONDUCT
FOR THE WELFARE OF THE HORSE
The Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI expects all those involved in international equestrian sport to adhere to the FEI’s Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial influences.

1. At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, welfare must take precedence over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods, farriery and tack, and transportation.

2. Horses and athletes must be fit, competent and in good health before they are allowed to compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy in mares and the misuse of aids.

3. Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the competition areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of the horse for onward travel after the event.

4. Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have competed and that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This covers proper veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.

5. The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their areas of expertise.

Eventing MINIMUM ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS OF ATHLETES & HORSES (Art. 506) – Please include relevant part for level and category of event
Each NF must certify the minimum eligibility requirements of each horse and athlete and list the competitions which enabled horse and athlete to qualify, according to the qualification procedure established for each star level as laid out in Art. 506. 1.1. Principles

In order to compete at an international event, an athlete and horse must have obtained the minimum eligibility requirements at a number of events at a lower level.

The requirements are laid out below. With the approval of the FEI and their own NF, OCs may impose additional qualifications for horses and/or athletes, which must be published in the schedule.

1.2. Minimum eligibility requirements
The minimum eligibility requirements are achieved by completing a competition within minimum parameters of all round performance. As follows:

· Dressage Test: not more than 75 penalty points;

· Cross-Country Test:

From 2009 onwards, the results at obstacles at International events need to include, where applicable, a clear round (0 penalties) at obstacles for CICs events and maximum 20 penalties at a CCI.

· Not more than 90 seconds exceeding the optimum time in the Cross. At 4* events, the maximum time by which the optimum time may be exceeded is 120 seconds; and

Jumping Test: not more than 16 penalties at obstacles.
1.3. Certification of Qualification for Events
1.3.1.
All NFs, including the host nation, are responsible to certify that athletes and horses entered by them in international events are correctly qualified in accordance with all the requirements of the Rules.

1.3.2.
 All qualifying events must be identified, and any national events must be certified as of at least the equivalent standard of difficulty as the relevant international star level of competition.

1.3.3.
 The Technical Delegate or his nominee shall check that all horses and athletes starting at all International events are properly certified as qualified by their NF or duly exempted in accordance with this article.

1.4. Qualifying Period and Deadline

1.4.1 Minimum eligibility requirements for CIOs, CCIs and CICs must be obtained in the calendar year in question or the 2 preceding calendar years.

1.4.2 The Minimum Eligibility Requirement at a CCI must be obtained at least 24 days before the Cross Country test of the event for which it is needed; a Minimum Eligibility Requirement at a CIC must be obtained at least 10 days before the event for which it is needed.

1.4.3 Minimum eligibility requirements may be achieved as a combination or separately by athlete and horse.

1.4.4 Where a Minimum Eligibility Requirement at a CIC is specified, one Minimum Eligibility Requirement at a CCI of the same level is equally acceptable.

Veterinary Aspects / issues

3.1 VETERINARY EXAMINATIONS, HORSE INSPECTIONS & PASSPORT CONTROLS These will be carried out in accordance with the “Veterinary Regulations”, Art. 1011 & “Rules for Eventing” Art. 518.1 for CCIs and 518.2 for CICs.
Art. 511.2.2

Every horse entered for any competition at CCNs, CICs 2/1* or CCIs 2/1* in a foreign country (GRs Art. 141.2), and all horses entered for CICs 3*, CCIs 4/3*, CCIOs, Championships, Regional and Olympic Games, whether at home or in foreign countries, must have an official valid FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI and accompanied by an FEI Recognition Card and, when applicable, an FEI registration number, as a means of identification and to establish ownership.

Art. 511.2.3

Horses taking part in CCNs, CICs 2/1* or CCIs 2/1* in the country in which they are resident are not required to have such a passport as is mentioned Paragraph 2.2. All such horses must be properly registered and identifiable and unless there is no national requirement for equine influenza vaccination in the host country and in the country of origin, all horses must have a valid vaccination certificate.

3.3 SAMPLING PROCEDURE FOR PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES (Vet. Regs, Ch. V & VI and Annex IV)

Regular sampling is carried out in CCIs 4/3*, CCIOs, World Cup™ Qualifiers and Finals, Championships and Games, whereas at other CCIs/CICs sampling is recommended. When testing takes place, the number of horses tested is at the discretion of the Testing Veterinarian/Veterinary Delegate; however, a minimum of three is recommended (Vet. Regs. Art. 1016).

Special guidelines are applicable for events covered by the FEI Medication Control Programme (Groups I & II only). 
Athletes whose horses are selected for sampling will be instructed by an official to present their horse immediately to the Veterinary boxes at the stables and must comply with the officials and Veterinary Delegate ./ sampling Vets Instructions
Athlete testing may also be carried out at the discretion of UK Sport and all Athletes are advised they must have photo identification available on site.
3.4 MEDICATION CONTROL PROGRAMME (GROUP I & II ONLY)
NEW 3.5 GROUPS I & II ONLY - MCP CENTRAL LABORATORY UPDATE 1st SEPTEMBER 2009
Under the Medication Control Programme (MCP) in Groups I and II, all samples collected in accordance with Vet. Regs. Art. 1016 will be analysed by the Horseracing Forensic Laboratories (H.F.L) Sport Science, Quotient Bioresearch Limited Newmarket Road Fordham, Cambridgeshire CB7 5WW. For events other than those listed in Vet. Regs. Art. 1016 or for events other than in Groups I and II, samples may be analysed at an alternative FEI listed laboratory (Vet. Regs. Art. 1021).

OBJECTIONS/COMPLAINTS (Art. 166)

All complaints to be valid must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of CHF 150 or £85 .

EVENTING MEDICAL CARD (Annex 7 “Rules for Eventing”)

All competitors must carry readily accessible on themselves a medical card for the Cross-Country Test. This card must be handed over fro checking upon arrival to the competition to the Chief Medical Officer who with the Technical Delegate will make sure it holds accurate information.

INSURANCES

All owners and competitors are personally responsible for damages to third parties caused by themselves, their employees, their agents or their horses. They are therefore strongly advised to take out a third-party insurance providing full coverage for participation in equestrian events at home and abroad and to keep the policy up to date"

4.5
EVENT'S ORGANISATION (Art. 114 & 115)

The OC reserves the right to modify the schedule in order to clarify any matters or matters arising from an omission or due to unforeseen circumstances. All modifications made to the schedule must have the approval of the FEI Secretary General.

4.6
ENTRY RIGHT TO SHOWGROUNDS

Each Competitor will be provided with one lorry pass and one competitor car pass plus three wristlets for their use (Competitor, groom, partner or trainer). No trainers passes will be issued separately and riders are responsible for passing one of their wristlets to their trainer if they wish. For riders of multiple horses a Members season (4 day) pass can be substituted for the wristlet.
For security, health and safety reasons the registration number of all horse boxes/ car & trailers and an emergency contact number for the person responsible will be required in advance of the passes being issued. The lorry park and any electrical hook up pass must be displayed in the lorry/ Car windscreen at all times.
Competitors wristlets allow access to all aspects of the site (crucially including the secure stables compound) and should not be removed or given to any person other than those who should have full access to all areas (i.e. grooms and competitors)

Each owner registered with the FEI and listed on the horses passport (up to a maximum of three listed owners) will directly receive two four day VIP Members passes and an Owners car pass and 2 badges – giving them access to the D box and competitor field plus Owners / Riders marquee at the collecting ring of the Marlborough Arena. Should Owners wish to visit the stables they may do so by signing in with the stable managers
Competitors may purchase further admission tickets or passes to the event for their friends or family at 50% of gate price up until 3rd September by calling the horse trials office on 01993 813335.

Please note that riders are able to take part in organised course walks (over 10 people) for Blenheim  event sponsors or other approved organisations providing permission to undertake these has been given by the Event Organiser.
4.7
STABLES
Access to stables will be limited to persons indicated in Veterinary regulation Art 1005.2.3 and strict security will be in place.

No horse will be permitted into the stables before 0900 Monday and then only by prior arrangement. Stables officially open at on Tuesday 7th September at 12.00.  No horse may leave the site prior to Sunday 12th September unless it is eliminated, withdrawn or otherwise retired and has been ‘signed out’ by the Veterinary Delegate.
No horses must be brought to the event other than those competing or as agreed with the Organising committee in advance – all horses stabled within the secure stables compound must be fully compliant with FEI vaccination regulations.

All horses must be ‘checked in’ with the Veterinary Delegate before being admitted to the secure stabling this must be before the riders briefing at 13.00 on  Wednesday 8th September for CCI horses and before the first CIC trot up on Friday 10th September at 08.00 for CIC horses.

Competitors should leave ample time to allow for ‘check in’ and must have their horses FEI passports ready for inspection. Passports will be retained until the end of the competition by the Veterinary Delegate.
Horses will be checked at night by the Stable Manager and Veterinary Teams who will immediately contact the groom / athlete listed on the horse contact details if anything untoward occurs. Grooms Athletes, Owners and connections are encouraged no to disturb the horses within the secure stables compound between 21.00 and 06.00 unless summoned by the Veterinary or Stable Manager Team.
4.8 Movement of horses about the Event Site 

Movement of horses between the stables, practice areas, grazing, hacking routes and arenas must be  strictly controlled and athletes must observe instructions provided within their competitors packs and  from on event stewards.

Access to practice areas is controlled so that the Chief Steward can ensure that stewards are in place to ensure FEI regulation are observed – please refer to competitors pack
